	Key messages
	· Several proposals for possible future JPIs were proposed and briefly discussed.

· Austria presented the Status of the proposal on “Future Cities and Transport”. CH, IE and DK declared their wishes to join the core group of the initiative. NL, FR and IT expressed their support and confirmed their participation. FR and BE asked for a clarification with regard to the many proposal in the area of climate change.
· DE presented its proposal on “Demographic Change, Health and ageing” and invited for a seminar in Berlin on Jan. 28/29. Here the issue of overlaps with AAL was raised. NL and DK supported the initiative.

· SE presented its proposal on “Antimicrobial resistance”. DE, FR, IT and HR supported it.

· DE presented a further proposal on “Climate Knowledge” while FI presented the AT-FI proposal “Living with climate change”. It was agreed that negotiations will be carried out in order to try to merge these two proposals.
· ES presented its programme for the 1st half of 2010. GPC meetings are planned for 20.1. (afternoon); 19.3. and 4.5. ES envisages to adopt a 2nd wave of JPIs in its May council (25/26 May). Themes would have to be ready for selection on 4.5. to be eligible. BE informed, that there is only one council meeting planned under BE Pres, for November 18/19, meaning that there is no flexibility to the ES timetable for the 2nd wave.
· Regarding the framework conditions DE declared having lost track on this. Mr. Imboden explained that Eurohorcs cannot write the framework conditions for the GPC but can only provide input to that process because a parallel exercise is carried out within Eurohorcs. The EC (Smits) argued that GPC should wait for the results of the Eurohorcs process and not duplicate the work, while the incoming Pres. supported by AT and IT argued for the definition of a work format within the GPC to utilize the (preliminary) results of the Eurohorcs process and to prepare results. The presidency declared to not conclude on this issue.

· The commission did a presentation on the SET-Plan. AT raised the issue of difficulties for smaller countries to be involved in the SET-Plan. The EC responded to be aware of that and to try to find solutions. To the question of AT regarding the relationship between JP and the SET-Plan the EC explained, that the SET Plan initiatives are different in that they are initiatives of funding agencies, putting funds together. In the JP process many initiatives will have energy among its topics. It will therefore be necessary to keep contact between the two schemes.
