	Key messages
	· The UK delegation presents the final recommendations of task force 1 on information sharing. See attachment. The response of Del. is very positive. Key point is the “Sharepoint tool” which is already operational. Main point for the follow up is the proposed “information officer”. EC, council secretariat and Pres. are asked to make a proposal on how to provide the resources. The final report of TF 1 is accepted and the TF has fulfilled its task.
· The FR Del. reports about the work of TF 2 on Priority setting. See attachment. 
· TF 2 created a technical group for implementing the India pilot initiative which will receive support from the EC

· The “energy pilot initiative” could be linked with a poss. EU-US initiative, links shall be established with the international dimension of the SET-Plan and the EU-US energy council. It is considered that a EU-US initiative would be a very complex subject and therefore difficult to manage.

· China is considered to be the most probable candidate for the next initiative with a BRIC country, using experience gained with the India pilot. 
· R. Liberali presents the international dimension of the SET Plan at length. Different views become apparent regarding the necessity for the steering of activities by SFIC vs. a pragmatic approach on thematic level.
· The report on the EU-LAC partnership focuses on the preparation of the EU-LAC senior officials meeting while the report on the EU-Med partnership mainly deals with the upcoming Ministerial meeting in Slovenia on 26 April. On the EU-Africa partnership the EC pleads for a structured dialogue with the AU.
· A draft of the first Report of Activities is briefly presented and discussed. It is agreed that the report shall be made lean and factual without any statements regarding the future perspectives. In order to have a doc. referring to the future the chair proposes to draw a letter of SFIC to the council outlining the future perspectives. The chair invites del. to send in written comments within 10 days.
